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Watts Chapel MBC Transportation Guidance for 

Requesting 10:30 am Sunday Service Transportation 

The 3 options for requesting transportation: 

o Website Request: www.wattschapel.org - Complete the Online Request Form 

o 919-828-7348 Ext 109 – Leave a voice message with the name, number of riders, your 

contact phone number, and pickup address. 

o Send an email request to transportation@wattschapel.org with the contact name, number of 

riders, your contact phone number and pickup address. 

Deadline for the request: In order to prepare for each Sunday, requests must be received NLT Friday at 11 

am for that week’s Sunday Service. 

Transportation Waivers: Will be submitted with the Online Form Request or Hard Copy completed at 

pickup. (Church Driver will have available copies) 

COVID Protocol: The COVID Pandemic has caused us to adjust how we execute our Transportation 

Ministry. For the protection of everyone riding in church transportation vehicles, everyone is required to 

wear a protective mask covering their nose and mouth. The Driver will provide a protective mask if the 

rider does not have their own. 

• Driver will provide each rider with the scheduled Sunday morning pick-up time. 

• Driver will call each adult rider Sunday morning to confirm transportation pickup. 

• Riders are required to be ready to travel when our transportation arrives at the designated pick-up 

location. 

• Rider will notify the driver as soon as possible (not later than 8:30 AM) if the pickup is no longer needed. 

• Children aged 16 and under are required to be accompanied by an adult 18 or older. Children cannot 

ride the church transportation without required adult supervision. If the child requires a safety car seat, 

the adult traveling with the child is responsible for providing the safety seat. 

• End of Service Return Home: All riders will load the van/bus from the side exit next to the vestibule 

men’s restroom immediately at the end of church service. 

• Pick-up Radius Transportation: Watts Chapel’s Transportation Ministry will provide transportation for 

riders within a 5-mile radius from the church’s address: 3703 Tryon Road Raleigh, NC. (See enclosed 

Pick-up Radius Map.) 

o Travel Area Boundaries: 

▪ North – Duraleigh Rd & Blue Ridge Rd 

▪ East - Rock Quarry Rd & Sanderford Rd 

▪ South – Ten Ten Rd 

▪ West – US 1 & US Hwy 64 

NOTE: Watts Chapel Transportation Vehicles are not equipped with wheelchair lift ramps. 
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
